Please note that all financial figures are given in Canadian Dollars.

Canada has committed approximately $587 million since April 2001 in support of the Quebec City Summit of the Americas Plan of Action and the Declaration of Nuevo Leon which came out of the Special Summit in January 2004. Three new funds will provide an additional $20 million over the next four years: the Post-Summit Fund; the Indigenous Peoples Partnership Program; and the New Programming Approaches Project with the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development. These funds complement Canada’s Human Security Program, which is instrumental in working towards the realisation of the Plan of Action and subsequent Summit commitments.

QUÉBEC CITY PLAN OF ACTION

Security Sector Reform.  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Canada continued to support initiatives aimed at promoting security sector reform and integrated dialogue between civil society and the security sector on defence and security policy issues. This included support for national-level modernization and reform efforts (Bolivia, Jamaica, Peru, Guatemala and Venezuela initiatives) and efforts to enhance capacity at the sub-regional level to address security threats and challenges (Caribbean, Central American and United Nations Foundation projects)
Fight Against Corruption. Canada committed $350,000 over the next two years.
Fight Against Terrorism. Canada sponsored $145,000 for anti-terrorism training. 

Trade and Investment. Canada has committed $9.8 million over three years to aid policy formation and investment planning, as well as to build capacity to withstand external shocks.
Infrastructure – Telecommunications. The Canadian-funded Institute for Connectivity in the Americas and Mexican President Vicente Fox launched the @Campus project (an online learning program for public servants) in October 2004. The e-Government Portal for Experts and the General Public was also launched, in November. A series of Wi-Fi pilot programs in Latin America are now operational in Brazil, Colombia, Ecuador, and Panama. ICA announced the landmark E-Link Americas project to provide affordable Internet Access for the Americas by mid 2005.  
Disaster Management. Canada committed more than $180 million over two years to Haiti's reconstruction and development efforts. 

Environment. Canada ratified the Kyoto Protocol in 2002 and in February 2005 committed to spending $4 billion over five years to take action against climate change.
Labour and Employment. Canada committed $400,000 to promote the respect of workers’ rights and working conditions. 
Education. Canada committed $500,000 to replicate Canada's Computers for Schools Program in other countries in the Hemisphere.

Health. Canada and Mexico signed a Letter of Intent in October 2004 which provides an umbrella agreement under which bilateral collaboration on health-related initiatives can be undertaken. Planning is underway for a workshop on indigenous health to take place later this year.

Canada continues to be an active partner in several projects designed to improve the health of people in the Americas. Most of these projects relate to reducing the burden of illness from communicable and non-communicable diseases and have been facilitated in cooperation with the Pan American Health Organization. 
Canada is providing $1.2 million for combating tuberculosis in Ecuador. 

Canada is spending $20 million on research into how to combat hidden hunger in the hemisphere. 

DECLARATION OF NUEVO LEON

Economic Growth With Equity to Reduce Poverty. Canada is contributing $1 million to a common fund supporting the full exercise of women’s rights in Bolivia. In addition, Canada has committed $2.8 million to seed production and marketing in Nicaragua. 
Aboriginal Rights. Canada continues to work toward the Aboriginal Declaration of Rights, and is supporting planning and execution of the 2nd Indigenous Summit in 2005. 

Social Development. Canada provided Guatemalan and El Salvadorian partners with $50,000 to address issues of juvenile delinquency and rehabilitation of young offenders. 

Democratic Governance. Canada provided $684,000 to: improve the Haitian community police force; assist the office of the Ombudsman of Peru; provide training to Guatemalan police and prosecutors in crime scene investigation; and, support the United Nations Foundation in an initiative to develop an integrated and comprehensive approach to security sector reform.
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
