According to the information registered by the States, there are 160 good practices in the area of prevention and the fight against corruption. Of this total, 32% (52) of good practices are present under pillar A of the Lima Commitment; 33% (53), under pillar B; 3% (4), under pillar C; 16% (26), under pillar D; 16% (25), under pillar E; and 0% (0), under pillars F and G.
