Please note that all financial figures are given in Canadian Dollars.

Canada has committed approximately $570 million since April 2001 in support of the Quebec City Summit of the Americas Plan of Action and the Declaration of Nuevo Leon which came out of the Special Summit in January 2004. Three new funds will provide an additional $20 million over the next four years: the Post-Summit Fund; the Indigenous Peoples Partnership Program; and the New Programming Approaches Project with the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development. These funds complement Canada’s Human Security Program, which is instrumental in working towards the realisation of the Plan of Action and subsequent Summit commitments.

QUÉBEC CITY PLAN OF ACTION

Electoral Process and Procedures.  Canada provided $30,000 to support the OAS observation mission of the presidential recall referendum held in Venezuela in August 2004. 
Fight Against Corruption – Canada has committed $350,000 to support the Inter-American Convention Against Corruption (IACAC).

Combating the Drug Problem. Canada provided $25,000 to the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD) to improve understanding within the OAS of the annual Cross-Border Crime Forum, which was established to improve Canada-US cooperation. 
Strengthening Mutual Confidence. Canada contributed $115,000 as well as technical and human resources to mine action programs in Colombia and Suriname, as well as on a regional mine action seminar.
Fight Against Terrorism. In collaboration with the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO), Canada committed $215,000 to support 13 workshops on air security issues. Canada allocated $75,000 to the Inter-American Committee Against Terrorism (CICTE) for hosting in Ottawa, on March 29-30, 2004, a Cybersecurity Practitioners’ Workshop.
Inter-Parliamentary Forum of the Americas (FIPA). Canada is providing $50,000 this year to the Parliamentary Centre to support the organization of the FIPA Plenary Meeting, to hold executive meetings and support the Terrorism and Women Parliamentarian Groups.
Civil Society. Canada contributed $78,000 to various civil society organizations to discuss how to increase hemispheric cooperation as well as the future of free trade in the Americas.
Trade and Investment. Canada has committed $24 million for trade-related technical assistance and capacity building to help countries in the Americas to participate in free trade negotiations.
Infrastructure – Telecommunications. The Institute for Connectivity in the Americas (ICA) has announced a Latin American Network of Educational Portals, an open source telecentre toolkit, an online database of ICT projects, and two new projects in the Caribbean. Also, telehealth and eGovernment are being highlighted through a series of workshops, pilot projects and awards. 

Disaster Management. Canada has provided $12.1 million in total to provide reconstruction and humanitarian assistance in the Caribbean in the wake of Hurricane Ivan and tropical storm Jeanne.
Environment and Natural Resource Management. Canada has provided $150,000 to strengthen management capacity of Jamaica’s watershed areas.
Labour and Employment. As follow-up to the 13th Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labour (IACML), Canada is directing, jointly with Mexico and Brazil, a feasibility study into a system of international collaboration to strengthen governance in the field of labour. 

Education. Canada is providing $500,000 to replicate Canada's Computers for Schools Program in other countries in the Hemisphere.

Health. In June, 2004, Canada hosted a meeting to foster international cooperation in responding to public health emergencies of international concern, which led to a number of recommendations to revise the World Health Organization’s (WHO) International Health Regulations.

Indigenous Peoples. Canada provided funds to the Assembly of First Nations to attend meetings regarding planning the Indigenous Summit of the Americas.

Economic Growth With Equity to Reduce Poverty. Canada is contributing $250,000 to a programme designed to improve socio-economic conditions in Haiti.

Social Development. Canada provided Guatemalan and El Salvadorian partners with $50,000 to address issues of juvenile delinquency and rehabilitation of young offenders. 

Democratic Governance. Canada provided $684,000 to: improve the Haitian community police force; assist the office of the Ombudsman of Peru; provide training to Guatemalan police and prosecutors in crime scene investigation, and; support the United Nations Foundation in an initiative to develop an integrated and comprehensive approach to security sector reform.
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
