Executive Summary of Canada’s National Report on Summit Implementation (June – October 2005)
Please note that all financial figures are given in Canadian Dollars. The numbers and titles given below correspond to the areas and sub-themes of activity from the Quebec City Plan of Action.
Canada has committed approximately $758 million since April 2001 in support of the Quebec City Summit of the Americas Plan of Action and the Declaration of Nuevo Leon which came out of the Special Summit in January 2004; $78 million was committed over the current reporting period. 
QUEBEC CITY PLAN OF ACTION

1. Making Democracy Work Better

· Canada contributed more than $23 million in support of electoral processes and procedures in Haiti and $3 million in Bolivia. 

2. Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms

· Canada approved funding of $5 million (2005-2010) and $1 million (2004-2007) to help combat violence against Aboriginal women. A federal/provincial/territorial Ministerial Committee on Aboriginal Women has been formed to improve the quality of life of Aboriginal Women in Canada.  

3. Justice, Rule of Law and Security of Individuals

· Canada provided approximately $440,000 for initiatives building institutional support, promoting peace and security, preventing crime and combating illicit drugs, human trafficking and violence both in the region and domestically.
4. Hemispheric Security

· Canada contributed approximately $62,000 toward initiatives that strengthen democratic governance in the security sector and combat terrorism in the region, including dialogue between civil society and the security and defence sectors, and local capacity-building.
5. Civil Society
· Canada provided $500,000 for civil society to prepare for, participate in, and follow-up on the 4th Summit of the Americas.

7.   Infrastructure and Regulatory Environment

· Canada contributed approximately $600,000 to developing increased capacity in civil aviation, telecommunications and other connectivity-related infrastructure.
8.   Disaster Management

· Canada is providing $12.5 million for the Multinational Andean Project on Geosciences for Andean Communities to reduce the impact of earthquakes, landslides and volcanoes. 
10. Agriculture Management and Rural Development

· Canada continued to work with multiple partner countries in the region on agro-environmental policy and genetic resource conservation strategies. 

· Canada contributed $10 million to help improve agricultural productivity using environmentally sustainable practises at high altitude in Bolivia and Peru. 

11. Labour and Employment

· Canada contributed $650,000 to four labour capacity-building and cooperative projects, primarily in Central America and the Caribbean.
12. Growth With Equity
· Canada contributed $30,000 to the 3rd Inter-American conference on Corporate Social Responsibility.
14. Health

· Canada contributed $50,000 to support a youth project on HIV/AIDS prevention in Peru. 
15. Gender Equality

· Canada undertook public consultations as part of developing a federal strategy for gender equality. 
16. Indigenous Peoples

· Canada contributed $720,000 to support the 2nd Indigenous Peoples Summit. Canada also facilitated aboriginal participation in a World Summit on the Information Society (WSIS) preparatory conference. 
· Federal leaders met with Aboriginal leaders in a policy retreat to ensure inclusion of Aboriginal viewpoints in the policy-making process.
18. Children and Youth

· Canada contributed $2.4 million to two UNICEF projects in Colombia. 

DECLARATION OF NUEVO LEON

Economic Growth With Equity to Reduce Poverty

· Canada contributed $11.6 million over 7 years, and $5 million over 4 years on to reduce poverty and build capacity in Haiti. 

Social Development

· Canada provided $2 million to help Canadians with disabilities to find gainful employment.
· Canada contributed $50,000 to help prevent human trafficking in Central America.
· Canada contributed $19 million to health and education projects in Haiti.
