REGISTRATION OF NATIONAL AND INTERNATIONAL MEDIA

 

Registration is open to journalists wishing to cover the various events of the IV Summit of the Americas to be held on 4 - 5 November in the city of Mar del Plata, Argentine Republic. 

Registration forms may be found on the official web page of the Summit: www.ivcumbreamericas.gov.ar . They must be completed with all the requested information, including a photograph in jpg format (240x240 pixels) of the journalist and the note of the director/editor of the medium requesting registration (with a .jpg or .pdf extension). Both the photograph and the director's note must be digitalised and included in the application. If any obligatory details are omitted, the application will not be processed.

On-line registration will be the only means of presenting the application. 

Requests must be received before 1900 hrs (Argentine time) on 21 October. All applications entering after such time will be rejected. 

The General Media Coordination for the IV Summit will notify acceptance of the request by electronic mail. 

Registrations will be issued to each journalist in person as of 0800 hrs on Monday, 31 October, in the Press Credentials Distribution Centre, located in the Hotel 13 de Julio,  at the intersection of 9 de Julio and Mitre streets in Mar del Plata (Prov. of Bs. As.-Argentina) . The Centre will be open from 0800 hrs to 2200 hrs from 31 October to 5 November. 

On the official web page for the Summit www.cumbreamericas.gov.ar the Media Operations Manual will be published as of 1 September, and will be updated as and when new information becomes available. 

Registration credentials must be clearly visible and worn at all times, otherwise access will be denied without exception. The credentials only permit entry to the International Press Centre (CIP).  For entry to other restricted access areas the required special passes will be issued in the CIP.

INTERNATIONAL PRESS CENTRE
 (CIP)

The press work team for the IV Summit of the Americas is setting up an International Press Centre (CIP) on the HERMITAGE PROMENADE. It will be operational from 31 October to 5 November, between 0800 hrs and 2200 hrs.

Access to the CIP will be granted to registered media representatives, to the official media and to authorised press agents and members of the official delegations.

EQUIPMENT IN THE PRESS HALL

- 200 PC40 PC for photographers 

- 100 fixed Internet connections

- 100 wireless Internet  connections

- 200 telephones

- Closed circuit TV screens transmitting the official signal.

- Photocopying centre (8 photocopiers)

Personal computers and connection points for laptops are freely available to all. Reservations may not be made and each user will be responsible for the cost of communications.

FREE ACCESS SERVICES:

Media services:

The work team of the Press Commission of the IV Summit of the Americas will communicate all news related to the Summit and will make all information available to the media on its web site, or directly from the Information Desk located in the CIP.

Photographic services:

The media may download photographs of the official events from the gallery of photos on the web site. This service is free of charge.

All photographic material produced by the official team will be available in the computers of the Press Centre.

In the CIP there will also be a sector with work stations for the exclusive use of photographers (PC and connections for  laptops)

Press information desk:

Press officials in each delegation may distribute photocopied documents or press releases issued by the "Information Desk" located in the CIP.

CONFERENCE ROOMS:

The CIP will provide a specially prepared room for press conferences. Delegations interested in coordinating / reserving those rooms must contact Rodolfo Mascali -Telephone: 0054-11-4819-7388

Scheduled press conferences and those requested by the delegations will be announced on the programming monitors. 

INTERPRETATION FACILITIES:

The conference rooms will have simultaneous interpretation systems (booths and headphones). If a delegation wishes to hold its conferences in any language not catered for in the arrangements, they will be requested to provide an interpreter who works into English. The media delegations wishing to attend conferences not given in their native language must provide an interpreter to work from English into the required language.

SATELLITE TRANSMISSION:

A pool signal will be provided to be broadcast by Canal 7, the official TV channel for Argentina. For further information:

The following activities will be broadcast live:

- arrival of the leaders, 

- opening of the Summit, 

- opening of the leaders' dialogue, 

- arrival of leaders at the official dinner, 

- official photo, 

- closing ceremony and reading of the final declaration of the leaders, 

- press conference.

TRANSPORT FOR THE MEDIA:

Each Delegation will be responsible for the transfer of representatives from those media travelling with the official delegation of the Heads of State from the airport to their respective hotels, as well as the transport of their baggage and the transfer from their hotels to the airport. 

For the registered journalists travelling independently there will be a shuttle service provided between the airport and the Hotel 13 de Julio, (9 de Julio and Mitre streets) from 2 to 5 November, at times to be fixed according to flight arrivals.

Transport to the official activities will be effected only from the CIP and will be provided by the organisers.

There will be a transport service from the Hotel 13 de Julio to the CIP and viceversa. The times and routes will be announced in due course. Only registered participants will have access to this service. 

 

 
MEDIA PLATFORMS:

For all events during the IV Summit of the Americas, special platforms will be available to allow photographers to capture the best possible pictures.

Access to the platforms will only be permitted to members of the media, who must show their identification credentials and the required badge or special pass for the event. They will also be requested to produce their credentials when taking transport to the official event.

ENTRY OF EQUIPMENT INTO ARGENTINA:

Foreign journalists entering Argentina with equipment must complete the form as requested on the web page.  It should be printed, completed by hand and presented upon entry into the country. It must include descriptions of the type, make, model and serial number of the equipment in order for Temporary Admission to be granted. The form should be presented to authorities of the National Customs Directorate upon arrival in Argentina. 

TELEVISION INSTRUCTIONS FOR BROADCASTING FROM THE IV SUMMIT OF THE AMERICAS

NOVEMBER 2005

Canal 7 Argentina will be the Official Television Channel for the Summit of the Americas, which is to be held in Mar del Plata in November 2005.

Presidential activities will take place out in various different venues. However, television journalism generally will only have access to the closing press conference.

Canal 7 will cover all activities involving the presidents, and these will be processed as a multi-destinational signal to be relayed to the international television centre for distribution within the press centre itself and over satellite channels.

Canal 7 will build an IBC in the Press Centre for:

Local distribution of signals received from the various events for use in television, recording machines and booths of the companies requiring them. The signals will be available in PAL B and NTSC.

Distribution of multi-destinational signals to the satellite channel that will be offered free of charge to the companies requesting it.

Distribution of the signal generated from the different events to a common television correspondents' centre, where available signals may be recorded.

SERVICES

ALL SPECIAL SERVICES WILL BE GENERATED IN THE PAL B SYSTEM AND CONVERTED TO THE NTSC SYSTEM UPON REQUEST.

ALL SERVICES WILL BE INVOICED AT INTERNATIONAL MARKET PRICES.

Recording: Recordings of the whole events, or parts of them, may be contracted with Betacam SP PAL B or NTSC equipment.

Editing: Canal 7 Argentina will provide editing facilities in Betacam SP PAL B or NTSC, in two editing consoles prepared for that purpose.

Play Out: This service may be contracted by journalists using either their own equipment or Canal 7 equipment  Betacam SP PAL B or NTSC.

Unilateral Transmissions: Unilateral transmissions may be made in PAL B or NTSC. To that end a booking office belonging to the Panamsat/Sersat companies will be available in the IBC, providing opportunities for the transmission of simultaneous signals. In view of the number of persons interested, it is recommended that the duration of both national and international requests should not exceed 15 minutes per broadcast.

Television Cubicles: The TV correspondents or companies who so wish may have access to an IBC cubicle, if requested with sufficient advance notice. They will be cabled with international video and audio. The approximate surface area of each one will be 9m, and requests for additional equipment will be subject to payment.

Booths must be requested prior to the deadline of 1700hrs on 14/10/2005. Due to questions of physical space, a total of 10 cubicles will be built and will be allocated in order of request.

TV Studio: The IBC will have a television studio for live or recorded unilaterals.
